The Casting Process

A die is made for injecting wax patterns.

Molten wax is injected into the die.

The wax pattern is removed from the die.

The patterns are assembled in a tree.

The tree is dipped in a ceramic slurry and then held under a sand shower until the required shell thickness is achieved.
Heat is used to remove the wax from the mold.

The mold is preheated.

Metal is poured directly into the hot mold.

The sand mold is then broken off.

The pieces are removed from the tree.

Individual parts are then fabricated and polished to cust®mgecifications.

Requirements
A minimum quantity will be required based on size and complexity of the order. A tooling charge could apply based tiyn tndepednt
A sample or drawing of the product is required to begin production.

A coil or strip of stainless steel feeds into a press that runs the metal through a series of dies. Parts can then tiretdedwifation and
finishing to custom@ specifications.

A Progressive Die process forms the part using a series of dies and press strokes. This is used for more complex shajses and ben

A Deep Draw process uses a series of dies and press strokes to form tubular shapes.

A Laser Cutting process offers quick turnaround with little set-up time. It allows for high-speed cutting for generalépst lthaer
